It is a real pleasure to introduce you in much fuller detail the splendid career 
of our dear FaceBook friend Dong-Oo Lee. He is currently Professor of 
Cello, Chair of Strings and Chamber Music at the University of Ulsan, 
College of Music.

He has played as Principal Solo Cellist of the K.B.S. Symphony Orchestra 
(Korean Broadcasting System) for over fifteen years. Simultaneously he was 
also principal cello of the The Seoul Baroque Ensemble, as an anecdote 
formed by his late father-in-law, Bong-Cho Jeon (this is now Korea's premier 
chamber orchestra).

He was for a while cellist of the Laurentian String Quartet, which included a 
residence in the Sarah Lawrence College Preparatory Music Program. He 
also worked several years as Assistant Principal Cellist of the Orchestra of 
Santa Fe (U.S.A.).

Before his long and high-level professional experience he had studied Music 
Performance, General and Political Science at The University of New 
Mexico (1974 – 1978), Cello Performance (Bachelor of Arts) at the New 
England Conservatory of Music  (1978 – 1981), and in the 1990s finished a 
Master's degree (Cello - Chamber & Orchestral) in the Kharkov National 
Philharmonic Institute.
